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Semana del Mercado: 25 de mayo 2026

Los Mercados (al cierre del mercado del 22 de mayo 2026)

Las acciones estadounidenses comenzaron la semana pasada con un impulso notable,
llevando al Dow, al NASDAQ y al S&P 500 a méaximos historicos a mitad de semana. Los
inversionistas aparentemente ignoraron la persistente inflacion y una Reserva Federal
politicamente tensionada. El S&P 500 registro su octava semana consecutiva de ganancias,
su racha mas larga desde 2023. El desempefio del mercado la semana pasada destacé una
desconexion entre Wall Street y Main Street, ya que las acciones subieron a pesar de que
la confianza del consumidor se desplomd. Tras un breve periodo de toma de ganancias el
jueves, las acciones se estabilizaron y repuntaron el viernes. Los solidos resultados del
primer trimestre reportados por una importante empresa de inteligencia artificial ayudaron
a impulsar las rezagadas acciones tecnologicas hacia territorio positivo al cierre de la
semana. Los sectores lideres del mercado fueron consumo discrecional, salud, bienes raices
y servicios publicos. Los sectores de servicios de comunicacion, materiales, productos
basicos de consumo e industriales tuvieron un desempefio inferior. Los precios del petroleo
crudo cayeron ante las expectativas de que Estados Unidos e Iran pudieran alcanzar un
acuerdo diplomatico. Los rendimientos de los bonos del Tesoro a diez afios alcanzaron sus
niveles mas bajos en aproximadamente una semana.

Noticias Economicas de la Semana Pasada

e Elnumero de permisos de construccion residencial emitidos aument6 un 5.8% en abril con
respecto a marzo, pero cayo un 0.2% en comparacion con hace un afio. Los permisos de
construccion para viviendas unifamiliares disminuyeron un 2.6% el mes pasado. El nimero
de inicios de construccion de viviendas cayd un 2.8% en abril, aunque aumento un 4.6%
frente a abril de 2025. Los inicios de construccion de viviendas unifamiliares en abril
estuvieron un 9.0% por debajo de la cifra de marzo. Las finalizaciones de viviendas
aumentaron un 4.8% en abril, pero se ubicaron un 2.0% por debajo de la estimacion de
hace un ailo. Las finalizaciones de viviendas unifamiliares en abril estuvieron un 1.0% por
debajo de la tasa de marzo.

e Parala semana que finalizo6 el 16 de mayo, hubo 209,000 nuevas solicitudes de seguro por
desempleo, una disminucién de 3,000 respecto al nivel de la semana anterior, el cual fue
revisado al alza en 1,000. Segun el Departamento de Trabajo, la tasa adelantada de
solicitudes aseguradas por desempleo para la semana que termind el 9 de mayo fue de
1.2%, sin cambios frente a la semana previa. El nimero adelantado de personas que
recibian beneficios del seguro por desempleo durante la semana finalizada el 9 de mayo
fue de 1,782,000, un aumento de 6,000 respecto al nivel de la semana anterior, el cual fue
revisado a la baja en 6,000.

e Los estados y territorios con las tasas mas altas de desempleo asegurado para la semana
terminada el 2 de mayo fueron Nueva Jersey (2.2%), Washington (2.1%), California
(2.0%), Massachusetts (2.0%), Rhode Island (1.8%), Oregon (1.7%), Puerto Rico (1.7%),
Nevada (1.6%), Nueva York (1.6%) e Illinois (1.5%).

e Los mayores aumentos en las solicitudes iniciales de seguro por desempleo para la semana
finalizada el 9 de mayo se registraron en Florida (+2,591), Texas (+2,111), Kentucky
(+1,739), Pensilvania (+1,108) y Nueva York (+1,096), mientras que las mayores
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disminuciones ocurrieron en California (-1,232), Michigan (-733), New Hampshire (-527),
Rhode Island (-190) y Dakota del Norte (-172).

e El precio promedio nacional de la gasolina regular se ubicé en $4.490 por galon al 18 de
mayo, $0.010 menos que la semana anterior, aunque todavia $1.317 por encima del nivel
de hace un afio. Los precios bajaron en la Costa Este, el Medio Oeste, la Costa del Golfo y
la Costa Oeste, mientras que la region de las Montafias Rocosas registré6 un aumento
notable. La Costa Oeste continu6 teniendo el precio mas alto del pais, con un promedio de
$5.605 por galdn.

The second estimate of first-quarter gross domestic product is available this week. The initial report
had the economy expanding at an annualized rate of 2.0%. Also out this week is data on consumer
prices for April. For the 12 months ended in March, consumer prices rose 3.6%.
